Over 500-1000 fibers from
each sample were identified using light microscopy at a magnification of 250-400X. These two yarns were
tested according to AATCC (American Association of Textile Chemists and Colorists) protocols 20-2007
Fiber Analysis: Qualitative, and 20A-2008: Quantitative (reference: sections 12 & 14 Chemical and
Microscopical Analysis Procedures) which are generally accepted in the fiber and testing fields as reliable
and definitive to determine whether a yarn contains the fibers claimed on its labeling as required by and in
accordance with The Wool Products Labeling Act.
