3. This mill controls the quality and fiber content of the varns that it spins. For
quality control purposes, records are kept of every spinning run from the mill and dye lot of the
final product. To maintain efficient operation of the mill and to minimize start-up time, yarns are
frequently run in large productions. These runs will be enough for a number of dye lots over a
period of time, as colours are dyed. Not only is this economical, it also helps to maintain
consisteney.

4, This maintains a consistent even blend according to the specifications of each
article. Thus the beginning of a production run will have a final product that is close to identical,
in fiber content, as the end.

5. As the mill keeps records of the dye lots and spinning runs, it was possible to
provide some information in response to the tests that Designer Yarns offered to the Court. By
reference to these records, DLVE can testify that Mohair Kiss Ombré color #20882 lot #5015 and
Mohair Kiss color #27384 lot #5020 were spun from the same mill production run #27708. Thus
these should have nearly identical fiber composition, When DLV é was notified that one of the
Designer Yarns tests described this as 63.7% Mohair and the other as 58.8% Mohair this
immediately aieried concern. Although it is generally understood and accepted that tests
performed by different labs on the same material may show minor diffevences — especially on
fancy items like this, where a Mohair sliver is bound with a Wool/Nylon binder and where
Mohair loops are mechanically broken during the brushing process - there is no way that these
two colors could differ this much in Mohair percentage as they belong to the very same spinning
run, only dyed in different colors. The results of the lab show approximately the same percentual
amount between Mohair and Wool: there is no technical reason to lower the percentage of Mohair
increasing the percentage of Wool, because mixing these two fibres in the loop would affect the

look and the softness of the yarn; also, there is no reason to do that from the costing point of view

either because, depending on the market situation, Mohair can be cheaper than Wool.
