24 sts x 28 rows = 4” (10 cm) in Stockinette Stitch

BO  = Bind Off 
CO  = Cast On 
K   = Knit 
K2tog  = Knit 2 stitches together 
P   = Purl 
P2tog   = Purl 2 stitches together 
PM  = Place Marker 
RS  = Right Side 
Rnd(s)  = Round(s) 
St(s)  = Stitch(es) 
SSK = Slip next 2 sts knitwise, then insert left hand needle back thru the 2 sts and knit  together 
Tbl  = Through the back loop 
WS  = Wrong Side 
 
.ŜƎƛƴ tŀǧŜǊƴΥ 
With smaller needles, CO 144(156,168) sts. Being careful not to twist sts, join in the rnd. PM.  
Rnd 1: *[K1, P1]; repeat from * to end of rnd.  
Repeat rnd 1 until ribbing measures 1¼”.  
Change to larger needles, and knit each rnd until piece measures 7¼” (8¾, 10)”.  
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!ǊƳƘƻƭŜ {ƘŀǇƛƴƎΥ 
BO 10 sts, K62 (68, 74) sts, BO 10 (12, 14) sts, K62 (68, 74) sts.  Turn.

Row 1 (WS): BO 3 sts, purl to end. 
Row 2: BO 3 sts, knit to end. 
Row 3: BO 1 st, purl to end. 
Row 4: BO 1 st, knit to end. 
Repeat rows 3 and 4 three (four, four) times more.  50 (56, 62) sts. 
Continue to work in Stockinette stitch (i.e. knitting on the RS and purling on the WS) until  
Armhole measures 6¼” (6¾, 7½)”.   
BO 12 (13, 15) sts at beginning of next 2 rows. 
Place remaining 26 (30, 32) sts on a stitch holder.

With larger needles, attach yarn to WS of remaining sts on needle. 
Row 1 (WS): BO 3 sts, purl to end).  
Row 2: BO 3 sts, knit to last 2 sts, K2tog.  Turn.

Row 1 (WS): Purl. 
Row 2: BO 1 st, knit to end. 
Row 3: P2tog, purl to end. 
Row 4: BO 1 st, knit to end. 
Row 5: Purl all sts. 
Row 6: BO 1 st, knit to last 2 sts, K2tog. 
Row 7: Purl all sts. 
Row 8: Knit (for sizes 4 and 6, BO 1 st at beginning of this row.) 
Row 9: P2tog, purl to end. 
Continue in Stockinette stitch, continuing to decrease 1 st every 3rd row at neck edge only,  
until 12 (13, 15) sts remain.  
Work even until Armhole measures 6¼” (6¾, 7½)”.   
BO. 
 
wƛƎƘǘ CǊƻƴǘΥ  
With larger needles, attach yarn to RS of remaining sts on needle. 
Row 1 RS): K2tog, knit to end. 
Row 2: BO 1 st, purl to end. 
Row 3: Knit all sts. 
Row 4: BO 1 st, purl to last 2 sts, P2togtbl. 
Row 5: Knit all sts. 
Row 6: BO 1 st, purl to end. 
Row 7: K2tog, knit to end. 
Row 8: Purl. (for sizes 4 and 6, BO 1 st at beginning of this row.) 
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Row 9: Knit all sts. 
Row 10: Purl to last 2 sts, P2togtbl. 
Continue in Stockinette stitch, continuing to decrease 1 st every 3rd row at neck edge only,  
until 12 (13, 15) sts remain.  
Work even until Armhole measures 6¼” (6¾, 7½)”.   
BO. 
Sew shoulders together. 
 
!ǊƳƘƻƭŜ .ŀƴŘǎΥ  
With set of DPNs, pick up 80 (90, 100) sts around armhole. Being careful not to twist sts, join in the rnd. PM. 
Rnd 1: *[K1, P1]; repeat from * to end of rnd. 
Work the same ribbing pattern for a total of 9 rnds.  
BO loosely.  
Repeat for other armhole. 
 
bŜŎƪōŀƴŘΥ 
With set of DPNs (circular needle may be used for largest size), and starting at left shoulder seam,  
pick up 38 (43, 49) sts down left neck edge, PM, pick up 1 st at center of V, pick up 38 (43, 49) sts  
up right neck edge, then K50 (56, 62) sts from Back stitch holder, increasing 1 st at middle of Back.   
128 (144, 162) sts. 
 
!ƭƭ ǊƻǳƴŘǎΥ  
Work in *[K1, P1]; ribbing to 2 sts before marker.  
If next st is a knit st, work SSK, slip marker, K1, K2tog, then continue ribbing, starting with a purl st. 
If next st is a purl st, work P2tog, slip marker, K1, P2tog, then continue ribbing with a knit stitch to end of rnd. 
Work 8 rnds in above manner.  
BO loosely, while continuing to make 1 more decrease at each side of the center neck st.
