
LLeafy S ierra S weater (W151)
Us ing C asc ade S ierra Pattern



Leafy Sierra Sweater (W151)

Finished Measurements:
38, (40, 42, 44, 46)"

Materials:
3, (3, 3, 4, 4) hanks color 17 Pink, 1, (1, 1, 2, 2) hanks color 08 Light Olive, 1, (1, 1, 1,
1) hank color 09 Dark Olive Cascade Sierra (80% Cotton, 20% Wool) 100 gms/3.5 oz
191 yds each
Size 5 needles or size to obtain gauge
Size 7 needles, or size to obtain gauge
Size 5 circular 16" needle
Size 7 circular 16" needle
Yarn bobbins
Blunt Tapestry Needle

Gauge:
20 sts and 28 rows to 4"/10 cm using larger needles and stockinette stitch.

Notes:
Pink (color 17)=A
Light Olive (color 08)=B
Dark Olive (color 09)=C
Veins of leaves are embroidered after knitting is finished. The stitch used is Stem
Stitch. To work Stem Stitch, embroider as follows:
Leaving a 4" tail to be sewn in later, bring the yarn, threaded through the tapestry nee-
dle up to the front of the work at the bottom of the leaf. *Pull it down about 1/4" up
from where you brought it to the front to the work. Bring it down on the back of the
knitting about 1/8" and bring the yarn back to the front of the work there. Repeat from
*, guiding the line of the stitches to form the veins of the leaves. Sew in all ends at the
back of the work.



Front:
Using smaller needles and A, cast on 78, (80, 86, 90, 96). Knit in st st for 1", ending
on a WS. Change to larger needles and purl one row on RS. (This is turning round for
hem.) Change to color C, work 1.5" of st st. K 3, (4, 7, 8, 3), work row 1 of chart, k 3,
(4, 7, 8, 3). Continue working chart, keeping edge stitches in color A and AT THE
SAME TIME increasing 1 stitch each side at next and every following 4th row. When
chart is complete, and number of stitches is 96, (102, 106, 112, 116), knit in color A
and st st until work is 13" from turning purl row.
Begin armholes. Bind off 5 sts at beginning of next two rows. Decrease one stitch
each end on next and every other row until 78, (80, 86, 90, 96) sts remain. Continue
knitting on these stitches and when work is 16" from turning purl row, begin neck shap-
ing Knit 30, (31, 33, 35, 37), bind off the next 18, (18, 20, 20, 22) and knit to end. Us-
ing two balls of yarn, and working both sides simultaneously, continue to shape neck.
Decrease one stitch at neck edge every other row until there are 25, (26, 28, 29, 30)
sts per side. Continue knitting on these stitches until the armhole is 9" long. Bind off
all stitches.

Back:
Knit as for front, replacing chart with Color A, until neck shaping. Continue knitting on
78, (80, 86, 90, 96) sts until work is 22" long. Bind off all stitches.

Sleeves: Make 2
Using smaller needles, and color A, cast on 70 sts. Knit 4 rows st st ending with a WS.
Change to larger needles and purl one row on RS (turning row). Begin knitting in
Stripe Pattern, increasing one stitch each end every 4th row, beginning on row 3 of
stripe pattern (RS). When there are 74 sts total, continue knitting with no increases.
When sleeve is 7.5" from purl row,begin decreases. Decrease one stitch each end of
the next and every other row, until 60 sts remain. Bind off all sts.

Finishing:
Block all pieces.
Sew shoulder seams. Using larger needles and color A, pick up 100 sts around neck
edge. Knit 2 rounds color A, 2 rounds color B, 2 rounds color C, then purl one round
with color A and, changing to smaller needles knit 7 more rounds with color A. Bind off
all sts loosely.

Sew side seams and sleeve seams, being careful to match up hems. Sew hems to in-
side of pieces, being very careful to keep neck loose.
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
