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Materials: 2 Skeins Cascade Cash Vero Color # 26, 55% Merino, 33% Microfiber, 12% Cashmere, 98yds, 50 g, 
US # 4/3.5 mm dpns or circular needle for magic loop 
 
Right Mitt:  
Cast on 42 sts. Join sts for working in the round being careful not to twist the sts (or you will knit three rows 
and then throw it across the room.) Set up row: [k1 p1 k1 work 15 sts from row 1 of chart k1 p1 k1] 2x. Next 
and following rows: k1 p1 k1 work 15 sts from next row of chart k1 p1 k1, k1 p1 k1 work 15 sts from row 1 of 
chart k1 p1 k1. Continue working in pattern working consecutive rows of the chart on one side of the mitt 
and only row 1 on the other side (palm side) until mitt measures 4 1/2”. **Work 21 sts in pattern as set bind 
off 6 sts work to end of round in pattern as set. Work 21 sts in pattern as set cast on 6 sts using backwards 
loop method and work to end of round in pattern. ***Continue working in pattern as before until the whole 
mitt measures 7 1/2”. If desired you can make a larger mitt by working more before and/or after making the 
thumb whole, but this may require additional yarn.  
 
Left Mitt: 
Work as for right mitt until **. Work to the last 7 sts of round and bind off 6 sts. At the end of the following 
round cast on 6 sts using backwards loop method. Continue as for right mitt from ***.
